Sept. 7:     Isaiah 40:28   “Do you not know? Have you not heard?  The Lord is the     
                  everlasting God, the Creator of the ends of the earth.  He will not grow  
                  tired or weary, and his understanding no one can fathom.“ 
 

Sept. 14:  Isaiah 44:24  “This is what the Lord says— your Redeemer, who formed    
                  you in the womb: I am the Lord, the Maker of all things, who stretches  
                  out the heavens, who spreads out the earth by myself,” 
 

Sept. 21:  Numbers 23:19  “God is not human, that he should lie, not a human  
                  being, that he should change his mind. Does he speak and then not act?  
                  Does he promise and not fulfill?”  
 

Sept. 28:  Psalms 46:1-2   “God is our refuge and strength, an ever-present help in  
                  trouble.  Therefore we will not fear, though the earth give way and the  
                  mountains fall into the heart of the sea,” 
 

Oct.  5:     John 14:6   “Jesus answered, “I am the way and the truth and the life. 
                  No one comes to the Father except through me.” 
 

If you prefer a different transla-
tion, feel free to use it.  We will use the NIV text for our recitation on Sundays.
